Thank you for coming to our last Refresher course at Lake Como campground last September.  You explanation of what's going on with NREMT was very helpful.  Now for another question:

 

I am researching the possibility of Painted Rocks purchasing a Cyanokit.   Our fire company has been discussing the use of funds earned during the Saddle fire.  Expensive as it is (around $650 per dose), we can afford it now.  

 

I can find no mention of it in the Montana EMS Protocols.  However, more and more studies are being done that show cyanide poisoning from structure fires is the main cause of death of both civilians and firefighters and the Cyanokit has had near miraculous results.   I realize it is an IV administered medication.  The question is this:  If we purchase a kit and give it to the ALS folks who come on the ambulance during an incident, would they be allowed to administer it on the way to the ER?  They would need Medical Direction and approval, of course.
