a. Review Petition for Exception Application – Board Assignment (00:03:15)

Motion (00:12:52):  Dr. Majxner moved for the Committee to recommend to the Full Board that the Smoke Inhalation Protocol be amended at the AEMT with I99 Endorsement level, to include the use of the Cyanokit within the level’s scope of practice.  Dr. Williams seconded.  Motion carried.  

b. EPI exception (auto injector vs. prefilled) – Board Assignment (00:17:53)

Motion (00:37:38):  Dr. Williams moved for the Committee to recommend to the Full Board that the Anaphylaxis Protocol be amended as written below.  Dr. Majxner seconded.  Motion carried.  

EMT (Emergency Medical Technician) with medication endorsement:
If BP > 70 systolic and no complaint of respiratory distress, or total body hives, or swelling of tongue, mouth or throat, consider administration of:
Adult - BENADRYL 50-100 mg (PO)
Pediatric - BENADRYL 0.5-1 mg/kg to a max of 100mg (PO)
If BP < 70 systolic or in respiratory distress, or total body hives, or swelling of tongue, mouth or throat that causes respiratory distress, consider administration of EPINEPHRINE (AUTO-INJECTOR) or 0.3 to 0.5 ml (1:1,000=1 mg/ml) (IM) from a 1 ml vial of 1:1,000 epinephrine; repeat every 5 to 15 minutes as needed per local protocol
If repeated B/P is > 70, then administer:
Adult - BENADRYL 50-100 mg (PO)
Pediatric - BENADRYL 0.5-1 mg/kg to a max of 100mg (PO)
For respiratory distress: ALBUTEROL

NOTES:
Use of single dose vials of epinephrine for all levels is recommended to eliminate medication errors.

d. Narcan in EMT-Medication endorsement? – Staff (02:00:10)

Motion (02:17:08):  Dr. Briles moved for the Committee to recommend to the Full Board that the Altered Mental Status Protocol be amended as written below.  Dr. Majxner seconded.  

EMT (Emergency Medical Technician) with medication endorsement:
If glucose < 60,
Adult - consider GLUCAGON 1mg (1M/IN)
If glucose> 60
Adult - consider 0.4 mg NARCAN (1M/IN) for suspected narcotic overdose, if no response after 2 minutes, repeat dose once. For additional doses consult medical control.

After further discussion, Dr. Briles amended his motion to add that if no response is shown after the second dose, any additional Narcan dose would require Medical Control consult.  Dr. Majxner seconded.  Motion carried.
